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1. INTRODUCTION 

The Southern Rivers Catchment Management Authority (SRCMA) is one of 13 
regional NRM bodies in NSW. The CMAs were established in 2004 and each 
CMA has developed a Catchment Action Plan (CAP) and Investment Strategies 
to support the management of natural resources and achievement of NRM 
targets within each region.  

In achieving the NRM targets as identified in the CAP, community capacity 
building and engagement are integral activities which need to be undertaken to 
enable the achievement of core NRM targets and objectives. These enabling 
activities, which lead to intermediate outcomes within the program logic of 
NRM, include for example increasing community awareness and knowledge of 
NRM issues and increased participation and involvement in NRM activities. By 
increasing community capacity and by increasing the involvement of the 
community more broadly in NRM, the greater the likelihood that the resource 
condition targets, as identified in the CAP are able to be achieved. 

Data included in the social atlas is based on a survey of rural landholders 
within the SRCMA and shows the spatial variation in landholder responses to 
survey questions. An additional report1 which accompanies the social atlas 
provides a more detailed non-spatial analysis of landholder responses to survey 
questions.  

The social atlas provides the basis for benchmarking the existing level of 
community attitudes, awareness and involvement in NRM in the SRCMA and 
will form a reference point for ongoing monitoring and evaluation of the 
CMA’s community engagement and capacity building. The atlas is descriptive 
for a single point in time and has not been developed with the intention of 
predicting or explaining community attitudes, awareness and involvement in 
NRM.

The information presented in the social atlas also provides benchmarking 
information against which to assess progress in relation to two key 
management action targets as identified in the CAP2, which include: 

C1 – Engagement  
By 2016 there is an increase in the number of people engaged in collaborative 
actions to deliver improved natural resource management. 

C2 – Capacity and Practices  
By 2016 there is an increase in community awareness, knowledge and skills in 
relation to NRM as demonstrated by an increase in the adoption of practices 
that improve natural resource outcomes.

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2. SOCIAL ATLAS

The social atlas presented in this document is an additional report which 
accompanies the main report. The main project report describes the project 
methodology, analysis and findings in greater detail3. The social atlas is based on 
the data as presented in the main report and presents the key variables spatially 
across the Southern Rivers region. 

When examining the variables presented in the atlas, it is important to recognise 
that no assessment has been undertaken to determine whether the spatial 
variation that is presented is ‘accurate’. To a large extent an assessment of the 
accuracy of the spatial representation of individual variables will be dependent 
upon the more detailed local knowledge of CMA staff and others with 
knowledge of the region.  

For instance Map 71 shows the variation in property sizes within the Southern 
Rivers region and indicates that the larger properties are in the Snowy-Monaro 
and Upper Shoalhaven regions. While the spatial variation presented in Map 71 
appears to accurately represent the spatial variation evident in the region, the 
accuracy of the spatial variation presented in other maps is not always as clear. 
Judgments of ‘accuracy’ would in all cases be dependent upon local knowledge 
of the variable being represented. 

Map 1 for instance shows the spatial variation amongst landholders who indicate 
that salinity is an issue on their property. As shown in Map 1 this appears to be 
very much an issue in the Snowy-Monaro and Shoalhaven sub regions with the 
highest percentages of landholders reporting this issue being around Dalgety and 
Nowra. However, the ‘accuracy’ of the spatial variation as presented in Map 1 
can only be assessed by those with good local knowledge of soil condition 
throughout the region.

Figure 1 shows the six SRCMA sub regions and 19 sample areas on which the 
atlas is based. To a large extent the number and location of sample areas was 
dependent upon the population size of rural landholders, although the boundary 
of spatial units were also reviewed by CMA staff. 

Landholders were identified from the digital white pages4 and through their 
address details were assigned to each of the 19 spatial units. As the last available 
digital white pages was from 2004, telephone numbers one above and one below 
the telephone number identified in the digital white pages were also selected. 
Through this process the more recent telephone numbers were included.  

While an examination of the address associated with the initial telephone number 
was the best estimate of the location of the respondent and whether the 
respondent was likely to be a rural landholder, the first interview question asked 
whether the respondent “owned, lived on or looked after a farm or rural 
property”. If the response to this question was negative, the interview was 
concluded. 

All landholders were also asked the nearest town and the nearest road to their 
property and this was also used to ensure the landholders ware assigned to the 
appropriate sub region and sample areas. 

While an initial attempt was made to obtain 333 interviews from within each of 
the six sub regions, with an equal distribution of landholders from each of the 
sample areas within sub regions, in several instances there were insufficient 
phone numbers through which to achieve this target.    

Table 1 shows the final sample counts for the six sub regions and each of the 
sample areas. While the target sample for the SRCMA region was 2,000, Table 1
